A reliable decrease in the morbidity rates in the studied groups has not been detected.  The reason of the vaccine’s low epidemiological effectiveness was caused by absence of mass preventive vaccination of military groups in instructions for its use.

In children with medium-severe duodenum peptic ulcer, a comparative assessment of effectiveness of generally accepted therapy (30 patients) and complex treatment in combination with immunofan (32 patients) has been done. It has been established that inclusion of immunofan in complex treatment of patients with duodenum peptic ulcer guaranteed quicker positive dynamics of clinical indices and quicker clinical remission, resulted in normalization of most of the indices of immunologic reactivity.

SOME PECULIARITIES OF URINE BLADDER CARCINOMA RADIATION PATHOMORPHOSIS AFTER PREOPERATIONAL RADIOTHERAPY IN REGIMEN

By means of observing microscopy and morphometry, biopsies and surgical material from 6 patients with urine bladder carcinoma who received combined treatment which included preoperational acceleratedly fractioned radiation therapy with followed transurethral tumor removal were investigated. Degenerative changes (cellular discomplexation, nuclear and cytoplasmic vacuolization, focal necroses, increased nuclear and cellular pleomorphism) accompanied by inflammation and vascular reactions were classified as signs of radiation pathomorphosis. Mean nuclear square and volume of radiation-exposed neoplastic cells in high grade transitional cell carcinomas exceeded their counterparts in biopsies as 1,72 and 2,35 times correspondingly.
