4.2. Each of the Parties may early terminate
the Memorandum by giving notice of its intention in
a written form to the other Party 3 months prior to
such termination.

4.3. Termination of the Memorandum does
not abrogate the obligations of the Parties under
contracts and agreements entered into by the Parties
at the time of operation of the Memorandum.

4.4. This Memorandum is not intended to
create any financial obligations on either Party.

S. Other provisions
5.1. Cooperation under this Memorandum
will be implemented in the forms that do not
contradict the generally recognized principles and
norms of international and national law of both
Parties and, applicable international agreements, on
the basis of mutual consent of the Parties.

5.2.  Within the framework of the
Memorandum, the Parties may enter into separate
agreements that are valid under condition of their
fulfillment in a written form, and subject to signing
by the authorized representatives of the Parties.

5.3. This Memorandum is drawn up in 2 (two)
copies in the English and Russian languages, each
having equal legal force, one for each Party.

5.4. In order to ensure practical cooperation
after the signing of the Memorandum Parties
exchange written lists of employees identified in a
working group for joint operation from each side (as
name, job title, telephone numbers, fax numbers and
email addresses)
