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INTRODUCTION

The questions to check students’ knowledge are given at the end of each
part.

The teaching guide also contains illustrative materials and has a list
of literature references to the topic, which makes it possible for students
to continue their studies of Lomonosov’s biography and works. Of special
interest are the books of the past decades which focus on the historical
aspect of the topic. There are also self-test tasks given to check students’
knowledge and keys to the tasks. The arrangement of the materials both in
English and in Russian is aimed at developing students’ comprehension of
the texts in Russian, thereby facilitating their Russian language practice.

November 19 (Nov. 8, old style), 1711 - was born in a pomor
family of a taxed peasant in the village of Mishaninskaya,

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PART 2.
THE GREAT SON OF THE POMOR LAND

The name of one of the first Russian academicians Mikhail
Vasilyevich Lomonosov (1711-1765) is known all over the world. His
biography is given in many works of Russian scientists and in those
from abroad. His discoveries in physics, chemistry, mineralogy, the
Russian literature and language and other sciences are presented
in many historical sources. The contribution of the first Russian
academician to the development of chemistry, physics and other
sciences has been widely studied.

Asaversatile scientist, he left his mark on many sciences laying the
base for pharmacy and medicine. Owing to him, medicine in Russia
considers the human body as an integrated whole, each case being
considered individually. Also, he helped to single out such dimensions
as humanity and prevention, which later became base-forming ones
in Russian science.

M.V. Lomonosov considered medicine as a part of natural science
whichis closely related to physics, chemistry and other natural sciences.
His great merit as a polymath was fostering a materialistic outlook in
Russian physicians. In his work “Slovo o polze khimii” (“Discourse on
the Usefulness of Chemistry”) he wrote: “..it is by studying chemistry
and physics that physiological functions of the body become identified
as well as their dysfunctions, namely diseases...” Also, he believed that
without knowledge of chemistry no physician is perfect.

Although  some theoretical propositions, hygiene
recommendations and medical observations are found in many
of his works, some of them being even unrelated to medicine,
only two of his papers are directly related to medicine.

The first one is a translation of the academician Georg
Wolfgang Kraft’s paper “On preservation of health” (1741). The
paper directly reflects the level of medical science of that time.
It contains a number of useful hygienic measures and advanced
ideas about many issues of the author as well as the translator.

The second paper is a letter to the president of the Academy
of Arts Ivan I. Shuvalov “On preservation and reproduction of
the Russian people” written in 1761. The letter contains a lot of
daring ideas and recommendations for all aspects of life and
household of Russian people in the 17th century.

Among the causes having a negative impact on the population
number Lomonosov singled out low birth rate and very high
child mortality. He suggested a number of measures, advised
pregnant women to take care of themselves and to perfect the
skills of midwives and healers during birth period. Lomonosov
advised to write recommendations in Russian and to publish
high quality books on midwifery. He also required that skillful
midwives should be more in number, suggesting to compile a
textbook on children’s diseases and to give some treatment
recommendations.

Lomonosovunderstood quite well thatprovision ofhealthcare
service to people only by physicians was not sufficient. Some
other health care workers, midwives in particular, should be
trained.

In his letter to Ivan I. Shuvalov Lomonosov also raised the
question of lack of medications and pharmacies. Lomonosov
insisted on the development of Russian medicinal plant
cultivation and imposed the duty on the professor of Botany
in the Academy of Sciences to establish a botanical garden and
“to see to the study of medicinal herbs and supply of the local
chemist shops with local raw material”.

Lomonosov thoughtit was necessary to have control over the
foreign physicians who taught the young Russian students as
most of them in fact did not help to educate Russian physicians
but even hampered the process without concealing this. Only
few of them educated honestly and willingly. Among them was
a prominent Nikolai Lambertovich Bidloo who came to Russia
through Arkhangelsk to teach medicine to students of hospital
schools. Mikhail Vasilyevich wrote that the Russian state
needed not only narrow specialists like healers but doctors who
had diplomas and who graduated from universities. That is why
he stressed the importance of improving doctors’ training and
made strenuous efforts to set up a new place for such training -
a university with a medical faculty. Many times Lomonosov
raised an issue of founding a university in Moscow comprising
three faculties - philosophical, juridical and medical.

The University was opened in 1755 but studies at the medical
faculty began only eleven years later. Doctors’ training process
was slow. Besides, the medical faculty staff lacked professors
till 1759. It was not until professor Semyon Gerasimovich
Zybelin came to Moscow in 1765 and started to deliver courses
in all fields of practical medicine, namely physiology, dietetics,
pathology and general therapy and, in some years, anatomy,
surgery and chemistry, when the medical faculty began to serve
its purpose and fulfilled the wishes of its great organizer.

Lomonosov showed much concern about Russian physicians’
training, thereby satisfying the needs of the country for
healthcare service. He felt resentful at the barriers being put on
the way of youngsters striving for scientific knowledge. Willing
to increase the number of physicians he demanded to make free
access for the people of different social strata to science.

He also emphasized the importance of medical expertise
and stressed its necessity, advancing this as an argument
for the foundation of a medical faculty at the University with
performing this particular function.

Lomonosov’s works on proper diet for health maintenance
are also of great importance. He wrote about people’s ignorance
and illiteracy, remarking a negative impact of church holidays.
Struggling for people’s health he challenged the clergy, which
resulted in the prohibition of his publication.

Many of his works deal with recommendations concerning
health protection. He is likely to be the first man in the world
who spoke against employment of children as labour force,
especially hard labour.

Apart from his contribution to medical science, Lomonosov
vigorously studied the humanitarian sciences like rhetoric,
grammar, pedagogy and others. His work on rhetoric became
the first teaching book in Russia where also the best literary
works were presented. The works by Lomonosov were the
first publicly available guidelines on eloquence. “The Rhetoric”
contains three common sections: creation, embellishment, and
composition. In particular, he distinguished rhetoric as it is,
meaning the study of eloquence in general. He defined oratory
as a means of making a speech in prose, and poetry was defined
as a means of composing verses. His first attempt to compile a
book of rhetoric was a great historic event. Later, some more
course books on Russian eloquence based on “The Rhetoric”
followed.

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The dedication part to Peter IIl whose reigning was the shortest in
the history of Russia opened the book. Here Lomonosov explains the
purpose of the work as follows: “The language which is used by Russia as
the power for ruling the great part of the world has its natural richness,
beauty and strength in accordance with its might, which makes it equal
to the other European languages. Undoubtedly, a word in Russian can
also be perfect in this way. Encouraged by this, [ have written this book,
even mostly for those who being inspired by making compositions in the
Russian language will not ever give up their bold and brave attempts.”

In 1764, Lomonosov wrote his work “Rossiyskaya grammatika” (“The
Russian grammar”), which was a regulative description of the Russian
literary language and the parts of speech. Orthoepic (pronouncing)
recommendations of “The Russian grammar” are based on specificity of
the so-called Moscow dialect: “Moscow dialect is not only for importance
of a capital city butis preferable for the other parts of the country due to
its remarkable beauty.” Lomonosov introduced the notion of artistic and
emotional manner of writing and speaking.

Lomonosov also dealt with the theory and practice of poetry. He
developed the stylistic system of the Russian language of the Classicism
epoch, namely the theory of three styles (“Rassuzhdenie o polze knig
cerkovnykh v rossiyskom yazyke”/“Discussion about the usefulness
of church books in the Russian language”). Together with Vasiliy K.
Trediakovskiy Lomonosov introduced a syllabotonic reform (“The Pismo
o pravilakh rossiyskogo stikhotvorstva”/“Letter Concerning the Rules of
Russian Versification”), his literary experiments being taken as a model by
other poets. Lomonosov developed the Russian tetrameter iamb (iambic
tetrameter), taking the German one asamodel, originally being “heavy”and
full-stressed (e.g. odes to Johann Antonovich, “The Evening Reflection”),
then made lighter by gaps of beats. Lomonosov is known as the founder of
the Russian ceremonial (addressed to rulers) and philosophical ode.

His poetry is full of scientific, cosmic, naturalistic and philosophical
imagery (e.g. didactic address to Shuvalov, “Reflections”). He also
contributed to Russian satire (e.g. “Hymn to the Beard”, epigrams). His
incomplete poem “Peter the Great” became an attempt of creating a
national epos.

In great honor of our famous native, the Lomonosov Readings were
organized by the decision of the Arkhangelsk regional committee of
the Communist Party of the Soviet Union in 1969. The slogan of the
1979 readings was “Lomonosov and medicine”. Many well-known
scientists visited the native place of Lomonosov - Lomonosovo
village/the village of Lomonosovo/, located in Kholmogorskiy district,
Arkhangelsk region. The resultant ideas of the Lomonosov Readings
were summarized at the presidium session of the Academy of medical
sciences where the report of professor Boris D. Petrov “Lomonosov
and health protection” was the leading one.

The teaching staff members of the Northern State Medical
University have been among the laureates of the Lomonosov Prize for
many years. For example, in 2009, the surgeons from Arkhangelsk -
staff members of the Northern State Medical University and the 1st
municipalhospitalnamedafter Elikanida E. Volosevich - wereawarded
the Lomonosov Prize for the collaborative work “Optimization of
diagnosis and treatment of acute pancreatitis and its complications”.

The opening ceremony of the lecture room named after the first
Russian academician Mikhail V. Lomonosov became a remarkable
event when preparing for celebration of his 300th anniversary. The
design layout is successfully multiplied for creating classrooms in the
other educational institutions across the Arkhangelsk region. The
lecture room is used for meetings of the Association “Lomonosov
Family Descendants” and the Society of European North Medicine
History Studies.

COMMEMORATING M.V. LOMONOSOV
IN THE ARKHANGELSK REGION

1. LOMONOSOV READINGS

The Lomonosov Readings have been one of the most significantand
remarkable public and scientific forums in Russia since 1969. They are
usually held in November in Arkhangelsk, Severodvinsk, Kholmogory
settlement and other towns and settlements in the Arkhangelsk
region. Annually within the framework of the Readings the most
distinguished scientists and specialists popularize Lomonosov’s
scientific heritage as well as the latest achievements made in the
Russian and world science, discuss problems and perspectives of
economic and social development of the Arkhangelsk region.

It was in 1879 when the first free public library (a reading
room) in the name of Lomonosov was opened in Kholmogory
settlement. The library organized public readings in the city parish
school. In 1910, the headmaster of the Arkhangelsk Lomonosov
governorate male gymnasium and the member in charge of the
City duma A.G. Surovtsev sent a note to the Governor (Head) of the
City suggesting to start preparations for celebrating Lomonosov'’s
200th anniversary. The special committee under A.G. Surovtsev’s
supervision was setup to make a number of suggestionsto celebrate
the forthcoming jubilee and to commemorate Lomonosov’s name,
which was approved by the Arkhangelsk Governor. Among them
there was an offer to restore the room for public readings that had
existed in Arkhangelsk in 1906-1907.

These readings were held in the form of scientific and popular
lectures to a wide range of people. Initiated by the Lomonosov
committee and approved by the Governor a ceremonial assembly
meeting to dedicate Mikhail Lomonosov was held in the hall of the
City duma (at present - the Main Assembly Hall of the Northern
State Medical University) on the 8th (21st) of November, 1911.
The programme included concert performances in honour of the
great native, declamation of his verses and the works dedicated
to him, speeches and reports on his life and scientific activity and
discoveries.

It was the rector of the Arkhangelsk State Pedagogical Institute
Georgiy G. Frumenkov who suggested holding the Readings

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dedicated to the famous native and propagating his scientific
heritage. The initiative was supported by the first secretary of
the regional CPSU Committee Boris V. Popov. The Readings were
planned as a platform for presenting Russian and world science in
a popular form. That is why they were also supported by the CPSU
Central Committee and the Presidium of the Academy of Sciences
of the USSR. The latter became official supervisors of the Readings.

The first Lomonosov Readings took place on the 27th of
December, 1969 in the Arkhangelsk drama theatre named after
M.V. Lomonosov. At the opening ceremony the first secretary of
the regional CPSU Committee Boris V. Popov noted that “it makes
the hearts of the natives of the great son of Pomor land fonder to
know that the honoured North - “the father of dense snows” - has
turned from a remote dark corner into a highly developed area of
the country.” The Readings were annually held (since 1969) under
the guidance of the Academy of Sciences of the USSR (at present -
the Russian Academy of Science), except for the years 1984, 1987
and 1988. Nowadays the chief organizer of the Readings is the
Government of the Arkhangelsk region and The Interregional
public Lomonosov Foundation.

Many famous figures, including the presidents of the Academy
of Sciences of the USSR and the Russian Academy of Sciences,
the Nobel Prize laureates, academicians, rectors of the leading
universities, state figures and cosmonauts have taken part in the
Readings since 1969.

The statement of the Arkhangelsk regional CPSU Committee
“On popularization of the accomplishments of the founder of
Russian science M.V. Lomonosov and on holding the Lomonosov
Readings” dated the 9th of September, 1969 runs: “...the ceremonial
Lomonosov Readings are to be held annually on the third decade of
November on Lomonosov’s birthday in the city of Arkhangelsk as
well as in Kholmogory settlement, educational institutions and on
the collective farm named after Lomonosov and lectures, reports,
talks dedicated to life and activity of the great Russian scientist
are to be given in the other towns and settlements. Prominent
scientists, writers, artists and other science and culture figures
from Moscow and Leningrad are to be involved in the Lomonosov
Readings.”

In 2023, the topic of the LII (52nd) Lomonosov Readings is “To
serve Russia by facilitating in sciences” (dedicated to the 300th
anniversary of the Russian Academy of Sciences).

“In memory of MV. Lomonosov in foreign languages”
conference is a students’ scientific conference on history of
medicine which is annually held in April (since 2014) at the
Northern State Medical University in memory of Lomonosov.
First- and second-year students of the International faculty
of general practitioner as well as those of the other faculties,
schoolchildrenandstudentsofthe other Arkhangelskeducational
establishments take part in it. The aim of the conference is to
popularize Russian history and culture, Lomonosov’s scientific
discoveries among schoolchildren and students. As a rule, oral
and stand presentations on Lomonosov’s accomplishments in
science are presented. The reports are supervised by the staff
members of the History of Medicine Department, the Department
of Public Health, Healthcare and Social Work, the Department
of Foreign Languages and the Russian Language as a Foreign
Language. An important part of the conference is visiting
“The Lomonosov House” by international students. Reports in
English and the other international languages, including Hindi,
are followed by parallel interpretation in Russian, which makes
the conference unique.

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3. THE ASSOCIATION “LOMONOSOV FAMILY DESCENDANTS”

The Association “Lomonosov Family Descendants” was
founded on February 1st, 2006. The decision to set up it was
made on the session of The Interregional public Lomonosov
Foundation. The aim is to search archive and historic materials
to check and verify data on the descendants of the Lomonosov
family, establishing relations between them, to instigate the
citizens of the Arkhangelsk region in searching their own
ones and fostering patriotic feelings in children and youth
in respecting their own ancestors and family members. The
chairman of the Association is Evgenya Geogievna Shchukina
(since 2006), associate professor of the Northern State
Medical University, Candidate of Psyhochological sciences.

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4. LECTURE ROOM NAMED AFTER M.V. LOMONOSOV

The lecture room named after M.V. Lomonosov is a classroom
named after the first Russian academician and naturalist Mikhail
Vasilyevich Lomonosov.

The lecture room
hasinformation standsand showcases. The symposium on history
of medicine is annually held here in November and April. In the
beginning of April the lecture room hosts the scientific conference
“In memory of Lomonosov in foreign languages” in English and in
other languages. Every day the room hosts lectures and classes
for various faculties and courses of the Northern State Medical
University. Excursions, award ceremonies, photo sessions of the
best students with the famous scientists - participants of the
Lomonosov Readings as well as university honorary graduates
- are regularly held in this lecture room. Evening preparatory
courses in Biology and Chemistry as obligatory subjects for
applicants are held here. Volunteers who wish to work in the
Museum undergo training in the beginning of each semester. It
is in this lecture room where high grade schoolchildren meet the
NSMU scientists and learn about Lomonosov’s contribution to the
development of science and medicine.

5. MINOR LOMONOSOV READINGS

The Minor Lomonosov Readings are organized (since 2009)
for schoolchildren of gymnasia and secondary schools at the
Northern State Medical University.

The Social Lomonosov Readings are held (since 2017) on
the basis of the Department of Public Health, Healthcare and
Social Work of the Northern State Medical University for young
people with mental disorders. The aim is to popularize scientific
knowledge for young people with mental disorders.

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8. MONUMENT TO LOMONOSOV IN ARKHANGELSK

The sculpture was made by Ivan P. Martos.

In 1825 the Arkhangelsk General-Governor S.I. Minitskiy
supported by the permission of Their Highness began money
donation.

The monument is of 8 meters in height. The bronze statue is
about 2 meters in height. Lomonosov is depicted as an antique
hero standing on the Northern hemisphere and the genius as an
angel kneeling at his feet and giving him a lyre. The monument
was madein 1829 and delivered to Arkhangelskin autumn, 1830.
On the 25th of June in 1832 the monument was solemnly opened
near the Nobility Session House (Dvoryannnskoye Sobranye).
The place was named Lomonosov lawn (Lomonosovskiy lug).
On June 23rd, 1867 the monument was transferred to Troitskiy
prospect next to the building of the Arkhangelsk State Duma
(the Arkhangelsk City Council). In 1930, the monument to
Lomonosov was restored and placed in front of the building of
the Arkhangelsk Forest and Technical Institute (nowadays the
Northern (Arctic) Federal University) where it stands now.

9. LOMONOSOV  PROSPECT (LOMONOSOV AVENUE) IN
ARKHANGELSK

The prospect had various names: Vyezzhiy (since 1854),
Sankt-Peterburgskiy (since 1884), Petrogradskiy (since 1914),
Lomonosov (since 1961).

The prospect got its name for celebrating the 250th
Lomonosov’sanniversary onrequestof the Arkhangelsk citizens.
The city’s general building plan of 1784 underlay its building.
Accidentally, due to the fire of 1793 the place intended for
building of the prospect was cleaned. In Lomonosov’s childhood
the place had only woods and swamps. At the end of the 18th
century the southern part of the prospect began in the slobodka
(a town district) of the Archangel Mikhail monastery. The first
large building was a three-storey building of the theological
school constructed in 1809-1812. This is the oldest building
where later the Pedagogical Institute named after Lomonosov
was housed. In 1920, the Petrogradskiy prospect witnessed
the period of education, scientific and technical progress and
great science. Some secondary schools, vocational schools and
seafaring school were located there. The prospect was named
after M.V. Lomonosov. In 2000s, the boundaries of the prospect
ran parallel to the Northern Dvina River and in the south part
of the city the prospect transcends to Leningradskiy prospect.
At present the Northern (Arctic) Federal University named after
Lomonosov, two stadiums, the regional hospital facilities and
more than 300 buildings are located here.

The Blagoveshchenskaya church was housed here from 1715
to 1931. Italso housed a Sunday school. Children of Arkhangelsk
were taught to read and write here. After 1931 the church was
dismantled and the place was turned into a square. In 1935 a
hospital building was constructed on this site and after the Great
Patriotic War a school was set up. On the 2nd of July, 1990 the
secondary school N2 19 was reorganized into the Arkhangelsk
city lyceum named after MV. Lomonosov. The first Lyceum
Lomonosov Readings were held in the lyceum in November
1990. Itis believed that these Readings paved the way to the city
scientific conferences annually held in Arkhangelsk. Between
1994 and 1995 a newspaper named “LiGa” was published in the
lyceum. The lyceum got its hymn and coat of arms in 1997.

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11. LOMONOSOVSKIY OKRUG (RAYON)

The Lomonosovskiy District was set up on August 20th 1939
by the Order of the Presidium of the Supreme Council of the RSFSR
(the Rossyiskaya Sovetskaya Federativnaya Sotsialisticheskaya
Respublika). The majority of the trade enterprises, all the
management boards and river and sea piers, 5 textile factories,
2 dairy enterprises, local workshops manufacturing goods for
the local community were located here.

The district also had scientific and research institutions,
namely, the All-Union scientific and research centre of marine
fishing industry and oceanography, seaweed enterprise, the
first regional sanitary and bacteriological institute named
after Timiryazev. There were 7 schools, 6 vocational schools
(technicums) and 5 high schools, namely, forest and technical
institute, industrial academy, pedagogical institute, teachers’
institute and the institute of foreign languages.

A lot of cultural settings were located in the district. Among
them there were 2 cinema houses, the Arkhangelsk puppet
theatre, the sailors’ club etc.

Between 1941 and 1945 the industry of the district started
to manufacture equipment and supplied the front.

From 1945 to 1960 the number of enterprises and
workshops increased, the number of houses for the local people
also increased. Special attention was paid to manufacturing
household goods.

From 1960s to 1970s the district became one of the main
building sites in Arkhangelsk. The fishing industry enterprises
and sawmill plants were reconstructed. The Northern Sea
Shipping Company was the leading one among the other
transport industries.

Trolley-buses and bridge connection across the Northern
Dvina improved transport availability.

Till the middle of the 18th century the settlement consisted
of two villages - Denisovka and Mishaninskaya. When a stone
Dmitrievskaya church was built between 1726 and 1765, the
settlement became a village settlement. It got the present
name in 1911 when the 200th anniversary of the most famous
native — Mikhail Lomonosov — was celebrated. A sculptor Fedot
Ivanovich Shubin and a physicist Mikhail Evseevich Golovin
are the natives of the village. From 2006 to 2014 Lomonosovo
was the administrative centre of the Lomonosovskoye village
settlement. At present Lomonosovo is a part of the municipal
settlement “Kholmogorskoye”.

Alotof cultural facilitiesare located here. Among them are the
monument to Lomonosov, the historic and memorial museum,
Dmitriy Solunskiy church, the Culture House, a cafeteria and
a school. The settlement is best known for its local handmade
craft - bone (tusk) carving. Nowadays, the State Budgetary
Professional Educational Institution “Vocational school Ne 27
named after N.D. Butorin” teaches young people this handcraft
and conduct workshops.

The NSMU staff members and students regularly participate
in activities held in the settlement, the Grandilevskiy Readings
being among them.
